Weldon Library Board Minutes
April 19, 2022
The meeting was called to order by President Amanda Walters at 7:00 P.M. in the board meeting room of the Weldon Public Library.

The rollcall was conducted by Secretary Sandra Sanders. Present were Christi Baker, Amanda Walters, Bob Walters, and Susan Westray.  Absent were Danielle Barton and Alycia Brockman. Librarian Lori Rich was also present.
Minutes were presented and there was a motion by Bob Walters, seconded by Susan Westray, to accept the minutes of the February meeting as corrected. The vote was unanimous, 5-0.

No one was present for the public forum item on the agenda.

There were no items for Closed Session.
TREASURER’S REPORT was given by Christi Baker. The March beginning balance at First National was $35,472.09.  Receipts for March were $5,492.02. The disbursements for the month were $7,568.67, including fund disbursements of $2,000.00 ending in a balance of $33,395.44 on March 31, 2022. Payroll and expenses for March were also reviewed. There was a motion by Susan Westry, seconded by Bob Walters, to accept the reports as presented. The vote was 5-0.

LIBRARIAN’S REPORT was given by Lori Rich.
Early Dismissal Day was on April 6, 2022.  In attendance were twelve adults and twenty-four children.  The crafts for the day were tissue paper flowers and Easter eggs and cupcake liner flowers.
Saturday Toddler Time/Story Time was held on March 26th with an Easter theme.  Attendance for Toddler Time was three adults and three children.  Story Time attendance was six adults and ten children.  The next Toddler/Story Time will be April 23rd, with a Mother’s Day focus.  The last Story Time for the school year will be May 28th.
Reading Club was held on March 16th and 30th.  Combined attendance was thirteen adults and twenty-six children.  The first Reading Club in April was on the 13th.  Attendance was five adults and seven children.
Lori reported the Summer Reading Program has received $1,485.00 in cash donations as well as pool passes, a gift certificate and free sub coupons.  Total cash donations last year were $1,250.00.  Lori also reported the bouncer contract has been signed.
Cloud Library Stats: March circulation for Illinois Heartland Library System totaled 30,422 items: 19,889 were eBooks, 10,533 were eAudiobooks. Pay-per-use eAudio totaled 1,147. 
Petty cash funds received for March totaled $207.14; monies from fines, copies and faxes totaled $25.10. Receipts from candy, sodas and coffee equaled $106.86.  Ziffit Book sales were $25.18.  Replacement fees for books were $50.00.  Expenses were $16.77 for the month.
Lori reported that our application for non-profit status with Google was approved.  This will allow to continue to use Google Marketplace, the successor for Google Apps, free of charge.

The Library received a FOIA request from Jonathan Fagg (WLS-TV).  His request was for “access to and/or copy of data on reconsideration forms or other forms that challenge library books.”  Lori reported that the Library had not received any challenges to any of its content and she replied to the request with this information.

The SHARE invoice has been received for fiscal year 2023.  The fees are $1,850.00 for SHARE and $375.00 for cloudLibrary.

Weldon Dumpster days will be May 27th and 28th.  Garage Sale Days will be May 27th – 29th.
A quote was obtained from Builta’s Floor Covering for new flooring in the library.  The bids were as follows, including labor and disposal of old carpet:

· Commercial grade carpet - $8,926.00
· Commercial carpet tiles - $10,690.00

OLD BUSINESS

The Open Meetings Act and FOIA Officers Online Training for 2021 and 2022 needs to be completed by Bob Walters.  Bob stated this had been delayed due to technical difficulties.
We are still waiting to hear back from ISL and/or IHLS on clarification of requirements for the Capital Asset Plan as required by Chapter 5, item 9 of the Standards for Illinois Public Libraries.  

A public meeting was held on April 6th, 2022 with the dual purpose of educating the public about the new STEM kits available for check out as well as meeting the requirements of the LTC grant that provided the funds for these kits.  Local teachers came to the presentation and were very receptive to the kits.  There was some preliminary discussion on the possibility of the school and library partnering to procure more kits.  The grant was for $3,000.00, expenses to date, including labor are $2,688.74, leaving $311.26 remaining.
The Angel Tree has added a more permanent help station at the library.  It is located on the back of the restroom door in a shoe rack.  The pockets contain various personal care items as well as small bags to place them in for discretion.

NEW BUSINESS
The annual maintenance inspection of the library will take place on Friday, May 13, 2022 at 9 a.m.
Insurance coverage was reviewed and was determined to be adequate.  No changes are needed at this time.

The requirements for the Per Capita Grant will be the same as the previous year.
FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS

No items were suggested for future agenda items.
Having no other business, a motion was made by Susan Westray, seconded by Bob Walters to adjourn. The vote was 5-0.
