Weldon Library Board Minutes
August 16, 2022
The meeting was called to order by President Amanda Walters at 7:00 P.M. in the board meeting room of the Weldon Public Library.

The rollcall was conducted by Secretary Sandra Sanders. Present were Christi Baker, Amanda Walters, Bob Walters, and Susan Westray.  Library Director, Lori Rich was also present. Danielle Barton arrived at 7:13 P.M.  Absent was Alycia Brockman.
Minutes were presented and there was a motion by Susan Westray, seconded by Amanda Walters, to accept the minutes of the July meeting as corrected. The vote was unanimous, 5-0.

No one was present for the public forum item on the agenda.

TREASURER’S REPORT was given by Christi Baker. The July beginning balance at First National was $20,990.56.  Receipts for July were $63,775.55. The disbursements for the month were $17,993.49, including Fund Disbursements of $4,000.00 ending in a balance of $66,772.62 on July 31, 2022. Payroll and expenses for July were also reviewed. There was a motion by Susan Westray, seconded by Danielle Barton, to accept the reports as presented. The vote was 6-0.

LIBRARIAN’S REPORT was given by Lori Rich.
The first tax check has been received in the amount of $50,510.93.

The University of Illinois Extension hosted the program “You Can Play with Your Food!” on July 27th and August 3rd from 10 am to 11 am at the Library.  The program on July 27th was popcorn seasoning.  It was attended by 3 adults and 5 children.  The program on August 3rd was bread and butter.  Attendance was 8 adults and 8 children.
Lori gave an update on the Back-to-School Bash:  Attendance was approximately 160 people, with an even split of 80 adults and 80 children.
Cloud Library Stats: July circulation for Illinois Heartland Library System totaled 31,093 items: 19,728 were eBooks, 11,365 were eAudiobooks. Pay-per-use eAudio totaled 1,606. 
Petty cash funds received for May totaled $316.80; monies from fines, copies and faxes totaled $62.85. Receipts from candy, sodas and coffee equaled $253.95.  Expenses were $24.99 for the month.
Early Dismissal days for the upcoming school year will be the 1st Wednesday of each month, September through May from 1:30 pm to 3:30 pm.
Hip Hoppin’ Hump Days will be held on Wednesdays that do not have an Early Dismissal.  The time will be 3:30 pm to 4:30 pm. This program is for K-5th.

Toddler Time is being moved to Friday morning and will be led by Ashley.

Fall Ladies Night – Lori will investigate the possibility of doing a folded page book design.

Lori reported that our Little Free Library was featured in an article in the Clinton Journal.

The Cloud Library Subscription fee invoice was received.  It is $375.00, the same as last year and has already been paid.

The SHARE membership fee invoice was received.  It is $1,850.00, the same as last year and has already been paid.

OCLC Services fee is $225.27.  Again, this is the same as last year and has been paid.
WIX website fee is $156.00 and will be paid in September.

OLD BUSINESS

The Open Meetings Act and FOIA Officers Online Training for 2021 and 2022 needs to be completed by Bob Walters.  Bob is still having difficulties setting up/logging into his account.
IMRF audit follow-up.  Discussion was had regarding number of days for cap on Lori’s rollover of Sick Time.  The 240-day rule is only for Service Credit Payout. This rollover will accrue at her current rate and the balance will be tracked in a dedicated account.

Capital Asset Plan follow-up.  Reviewed proposed Policy No. 28 Capital Assets Policy.  Motion was made to adopt the policy by Christi Baker, seconded by Susan Westray.  Vote was unanimous, 6-0.
The desks in Greenville still need to be picked up.  Bob volunteered to do this.

Library Open House will be held on September 17, 2022, to celebrate the library’s 100th anniversary.  Amanda and Lori will coordinate printing and addressing invitations.

An audit of the Closed Session Minutes for January 2022 to June 2022 was completed by Amanda, Alycia and Christi.  A motion was made by Susan Westray to not make them public.  This was seconded by Christi Baker.  The vote was unanimous, 6-0.

An audit of the Secretary’s minutes was completed by Susan Westray and Danielle Barton for the Annual Report. The report was signed.
Per Capita Grant Requirements.  Christi Baker reviewed Chapter 13.  It was decided the Library is currently meeting all requirements.  Chapters 5 & 6 (Sandi) and 7 & 8 (Bob) are tabled until next month.

NEW BUSINESS
The Inter-Library Loan Traffic Report is not available yet.
IPLAR is due on or before September 1st, 2022.  Secretary’s audit has been signed; this is now ready to submit.
Levy Ordinance 22-05 was reviewed by the Board.  A motion was made to adopt as is by Bob Walters and seconded by Danielle Barton.  The vote was unanimous, 6-0.  The Ordinance was signed by Amanda Walters and Sandra Sanders.
Treasurer’s Annual Report is due on September 1, 2022.  It was presented to Amanda Walters for signing and was notarized by Danielle Barton.  Lori will file this with the County Clerk and County Treasurer.

Notice of availability of Annual Treasurer’s Report was signed by Sandra Sanders and will be mailed to the Clinton Journal for publishing.

The Comptroller’s Report was reviewed.  A motion was made to approve it by Christi Baker, seconded by Susan Westray.  The vote was unanimous, 6-0.  The Report was signed by Amanda Walters.

West Bend Insurance:  There has been an increase in Workmen’s Comp insurance due to wage increases.

Employee Update:  Brandi Heylek submitted her resignation on August 3, 2022.  A motion was made by Christi Baker to accept the resignation and seconded by Danielle Barton.  The vote was unanimous, 6-0.

Ashley Brubaker will be filling Brandi’s position.  A motion was made by Danielle Barton to adjust her rate to $12.00/hour effective September 1, 2022.  This was seconded by Susan Westray.  The vote was unanimous, 6-0.

Having no other business, a motion was made by Susan Westray, seconded by Danielle Barton to adjourn. The vote was 6-0.
