Weldon Library Board Minutes
September 20, 2022
The meeting was called to order by President Amanda Walters at 7:00 P.M. in the board meeting room of the Weldon Public Library.

The rollcall was conducted by Secretary Sandra Sanders. Present were Christi Baker, Danielle Barton, Alycia Brockman, Amanda Walters, Bob Walters, and Susan Westray.  Library Director, Lori Rich was also present. 
Minutes were presented and there was a motion by Susan Westray, seconded by Amanda Walters, to accept the minutes of the August meeting as corrected. The vote was unanimous, 7-0.

No one was present for the public forum item on the agenda.

TREASURER’S REPORT was given by Christi Baker. The August beginning balance at First National was $66,772.62.  Receipts for August were $1,831.61. The disbursements for the month were $35,406.71, including Fund Disbursements of $21,129.75 ending in a balance of $33,197.52 on August 31, 2022. Payroll and expenses for August were also reviewed. There was a motion by Alycia Brockman, seconded by Danielle Barton, to accept the reports as presented. The vote was 7-0.

LIBRARIAN’S REPORT was given by Lori Rich.
The first weekly Toddler Time was held on September 16th and was attended by four children.
Hip Hoppin’ Hump Day was on September 14th.  There were sixteen children and 12 adults in attendance.

The first Early Dismissal Day of the year was on September seventh.  Forty-two children attended.  Lori also reported the DeLand librarian reached out to her.  She is open to doing an early out program at the DeLand library.  Lori suggested allowing the parents to choose which program to send their children to if this is pursued.

Cloud Library Stats: August circulation for Illinois Heartland Library System totaled 28,238 items: 18,041 were eBooks, 10,197 were eAudiobooks. Pay-per-use eAudio totaled 2,599. 
Petty cash funds received for August totaled $172.35; monies from fines, copies and faxes totaled $37.15. Receipts from candy, sodas and coffee equaled $135.20.  Expenses were $0.00 for the month.
Lori reported the Annual Financial Report and all Ordinances were files with the County Clerk.
The Bi-Monthly Report for July/August 2021/2022 was reviewed.

The check for the Per Capita Grant was received in the amount of $1,017.75.
The Book Fair will be held December 5th – 9th, with setup on December 4th.  The Library will close at 4 pm on December 8th to allow all to prepare for the school program that evening.
The library received a $200 donation from Rick Ramirez, foreman of the crew that was working on the road by the library. A donation of $500 was also made by Representative Dan Caulkins at the Library’s 100th anniversary celebration open house.

OLD BUSINESS

There has not been an update or resolution to the West Bend Insurance Worker’s Comp premium increase.

The Open Meetings Act and FOIA Officers Online Training for 2021 and 2022 needs to be completed by Bob Walters.  Bob continues to be unable to log into his account.
The desks in Greenville still need to be picked up.  There was a mix up on pickup date.  Next target date for pickup is September 27th.

Per Capita Grant Requirements.  Chapters 5 & 6 (Sandi) and 7 & 8 (Bob) were reviewed.  No changes are needed.
The Library’s open house celebrating our 100th anniversary was held on September 17th from 1 pm to 3 pm.  Approximately one hundred people attended including many past and present board members.  Cake and punch were served.  The library received a donation of $10,000 from Ray Hoops.

NEW BUSINESS
Policies 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 were reviewed.  No changes were required.
Candidates for Library Board up for reelection need to circulate petitions:  Amanda Walters, Bob Walters and Sandra Sanders.  Bob announced his intention not to rerun.
