Weldon Library Board Minutes
October 18, 2022
The meeting was called to order by President Amanda Walters at 7:00 P.M. in the board meeting room of the Weldon Public Library.

The roll call was conducted by Secretary Sandra Sanders. Present were Christi Baker, Danielle Barton, Alycia Brockman, Amanda Walters, Bob Walters, and Susan Westray.  Library Director, Lori Rich was also present as was guest Cherie Brittin.
Minutes were presented and there was a motion by Alycia Brockman, seconded by Susan Westray, to accept the minutes of the September meeting as corrected. The vote was unanimous, 7-0.

Public Forum – Sherry Britton stated her intent to run for Trustee position on Library Board to fill the vacancy that will result when Bob Walters retires at the end of his current term in 2023.
TREASURER’S REPORT was given by Christi Baker. The September beginning balance at First National was $33,197.52.  Receipts for September were $44,516.16. The disbursements for the month were $29,068.61, including Fund Disbursements of $20,353.04 ending in a balance of $48,645.07 on September 30, 2022. Payroll and expenses for September were also reviewed. There was a motion by Bob Walters, seconded by Alycia Brockman, to accept the reports as presented. The vote was 7-0.

LIBRARIAN’S REPORT was given by Lori Rich.

Early dismissal day was held on October 5th.  Attendance was 19 adults and 34 children.  The next early dismissal day will be November 2nd.
Cloud Library Stats: September circulation for Illinois Heartland Library System totaled 25,854 items: 16,516 were eBooks, 9,338 were eAudiobooks. Pay-per-use eAudio totaled 2,176. 
Petty cash funds received for September totaled $10,862.10; monies from fines, copies and faxes totaled $18.55. Receipts from candy, sodas and coffee equaled $143.55.  Donations were received from Ray Hoops ($10,000), Dan Caulkins ($500) and Rick Ramirez ($200).  Expenses were $32.30 for the month.
Lori reported the Annual Financial Report and all Ordinances were files with the County Clerk.
The Bi-Monthly Report for July/August 2021/2022 was reviewed.

The check for the Per Capita Grant was received in the amount of $1,017.75.
The Book Fair will be held December 5th – 9th, with setup on December 4th.  The Library will close at 4 pm on December 8th to allow all to prepare for the school program that evening.
The library received a $200 donation from Rick Ramirez, foreman of the crew that was working on the road by the library. A donation of $500 was also made by Representative Dan Caulkins at the Library’s 100th anniversary celebration open house.

The book fair will be December 5th through the 9th.  Setup will be on December 4th at 1 pm.  The library will close early at 4 pm on December 8th, the night of the program at the school.  Lori reported bags were not supplied for the book fair this year, but she has leftover bags from previous years.  Other changes reported by Lori are we are not able to sell Young Adult books unless the book fair is held in a middle school or high school and we did not receive a promo code this year for free books.  Lori will research other options for the book fair for next year.
Family Reading night will be held on November 18th at 6 pm.  There will be board games and pizza.

Ladies’ night was held on October 14th.  Attendance was 7 people.  Profit was $49.00.

The Library will be a warming station on Halloween from 6 pm to 8 pm.  

The 2nd tax check was received in the amount of $25,978.45.  The final check should be received by the end of November for approximately $10k.

Lori reported she is doing pre-k visits to the school and is reading books to the children.  

Book club in the middle school has fourteen kids.

OLD BUSINESS

Candidates for Library Board to circulate petitions.  Trustees up for reelection are Amanda Walters and Sandra Sanders.

The West Bend Insurance audit has been completed.  There is no change to the Worker’s Comp Premium.
Inter-Library Loan Traffic Report is not yet available.
Annual Statements of Economic Interest must be completed by all members of the Board.

The desks in Greenville were picked up by Bob.  Upon assembly at the Library, it was discovered a couple of pieces need to be exchanged.  Bob will follow up on this.
NEW BUSINESS
Policies 7, 8, 9, 10, 11 & 12 were reviewed.  Only change suggested was to Policy 9.  A note needs to be added to “See attachment”.  Motion was made by Alycia Brockman, seconded by Danielle Barton.  Vote was unanimous, 7-0.
Ashley Brubaker converted from a contractor to an employee as of September 1, 2022.  She will be issued a 1099-MISC for payments from January 1, 2022 to August 31, 2022 and a W-2 for all earnings beginning September 1, 2022.
Mommy and Me craft night will be held on November 11th at 6 pm.  The craft will be a Holiday Jar.  All are welcome to attend.

The Library Christmas party will be held on December 15th at 6 pm.

The Board discussed raising Lori’s fee for cleaning the library from $100 to $120.  In order to clarify her position as an employee of the Library, this amount will be added to her currently salary, not paid separately, effective October 2022.  A motion to approve this was made by Alycia Brockman, seconded by Danielle Barton.  The vote was 7-0.

Having no other business, a motion was made by Susan Westray, seconded by Alycia Brockman to adjourn. The vote was 7-0.
