Weldon Library Board Minutes
January 18, 2022
The meeting was called to order by President Amanda Walters at 7:00 P.M. in the board meeting room of the Weldon Public Library.

The rollcall was conducted by Secretary Sandra Sanders. Present were Christi Baker, Danielle Barton, Sandra Sanders, Amanda Walters, Bob Walters, and Susan Westray.  Librarian Lori Rich was also present. Absent was Alycia Brockman.
Minutes were presented and there was a motion by Susan Westray, seconded by Christi Baker, to accept the minutes of the November meeting as submitted. The vote was unanimous, 6-0.

No one was present for the public forum item on the agenda.

There were no items for Closed Session.
TREASURER’S REPORT was given by Christi Baker. The November beginning balance at First Mid was $197.84.  Receipts for November were $0.00. The disbursements for the month were $197.84 ending in a balance of $0.00 on November 23, 2021. The account at First Mid is now closed.  The November beginning balance at First National was $36,830.97.  Receipts for November were $504.94. The disbursements for the month were $6,086.05 ending in a balance of $31,249.86 on November 30, 2021. Receipts for December were $19,849.78. The disbursements for the month were $7,993.98 ending in a balance of $43,105.66 on December 31, 2021. Payroll and expenses for November and December were also reviewed. There was a motion by Danielle Barton, seconded by Susan Westray, to accept the reports as presented. The vote was 6-0.

LIBRARIAN’S REPORT was given by Lori Rich.
Saturday Toddler Time/Story Time will be held on January 22.  The theme will be Winter.
Reading Club was held on November 17th.  Attendance was seven adults and eleven children.  December Reading Club dates were the 8th and 15th.  Combined attendance for the month of December was eighteen adults and thirty-two children.
Early Dismissal Days were held on December 1st and January 5th.  Attendance in December was nineteen adults and thirty-four children.  Attendance in January was eighteen adults and thirty-two children.  The next Early Dismissal Day is February 2nd.
Family Reading night was held on November 19th.  It was a game night and pizza party.  Attendance was eleven adults and sixteen children.

The Book Fair was held December 7th – 9th.  Book sales were $2,960.84 and donations received were $2,275.00 for a total of $5,235.84.
Santa and Mrs. Claus visited the library on December 4th.  Attendance was fifty-nine adults and sixty-four children.

The next Ladies night is scheduled for January 21st.  The craft will be a bow door decoration.  Currently there is only one person signed up.  If additional registrations are not received, Lori and Amanda will discuss moving this to February 18th.

Lori reported the plans are underway for the Summer Reading program.  The dates will be June 8th, 15th, 22nd, 29th and July 6th with awards being presented on July 13th.  The Back-to-School Bash will be held on July 20th.  Tentative ideas are a zoo activity on June 22nd with a cost of approximately $110.00 and the “Clay Lady” on June 15th.
The final tax check for 2020, payable in 2021, was received in the amount of $3,331.38.

The Bi-Monthly report for November/December 2021 versus November/December 2020 was reviewed.

Cloud Library Stats: November circulation for Illinois Heartland Library System totaled 31,245 items: 20,820 were eBooks, 10,425 were eAudiobooks. Pay-per-use eAudio totaled 1,195. December circulation for Illinois Heartland Library System totaled 29,082 items: 19,343 were eBooks, 9,739 were eAudiobooks. Pay-per-use eAudio totaled 1,171.
Petty cash funds received for November totaled $202.60; monies from fines, copies and faxes totaled $68.65. Receipts from candy, sodas and coffee equaled $123.45.  The library received a donation of $10.00.   Expenses for the month totaled $58.08.
Petty cash funds received for December totaled $292.56; monies from fines, copies and faxes totaled $10.30. Receipts from candy, sodas and coffee equaled $95.90.  The library received a donation of $35.00. The sale of autographed photos generated $125.00 and Ziffit Book sales were 26.36.    Expenses for the month totaled $94.77.

The ALA – Libraries Transforming Communities Grant check was received for $3,000.00.  The library will need to hold the Community Conversation before May31st.  It was discussed that we will target the beginning of April for this with a theme of Learning at Home.
Lori reported the IHLS delivery driver broke his key off in the door.  The locksmith fee of $100.00 was paid by IHLS.

Lori also reported there was a power surge on the morning of December 25th.  This was widespread, affecting many homes and businesses, including the Library.  One computer, the phone/fax machine and a surge protector were all damaged and all will need to be replaced.  A claim was filed with Ameren.
It was reported that we will need to replace the toilet in the near future.  Reminder, it will need to be a right-hand flush for accessibility.  

The storage room has been cleaned up and cleaned out.

Lori reached out to First Mid to check on the status of the community donation.  She reported to the board that she received a reply stating “the amount of the donation will be impacted by library terminating relationship with bank.”  A discussion ensued regarding this and Amanda stated she would follow up with a contact at the bank.

The Per Capita Grant has been submitted.

The library received a letter from Donna Harris thanking Lori for research help on her book.  A donation of $250.00 was enclosed.

The Open Meetings Act website is back up.  Trainings for 2021 need to be completed.

OLD BUSINESS
The ILLINET Inter Library Loan Report was submitted.
The Ameren lighting project was finished, and we also got a new light outside.

Security cameras have been purchased.  The cost was $179.00 for four with night vision.  These will be installed in the spring.
NEW BUSINESS
Policies 20, 21, 22, 23, 24 and 25 were all reviewed.  There were no suggestions for changes made for these.

Statements of Economic Interest were distributed and completed by all board members present.  Lori will file these with the County Clerk.
